WHEREAS the Exhibitor wishes to rent space for the installation of an information booth during the Activity. 
THE UNDERSIGNED PARTIES HEREBY AGREE TO THE FOLLOWING:
1. The preamble is an integral part of this Agreement.
2. The Exhibitor undertakes to pay the amount of $______ to rent space in order to install an information booth (hereinafter the “Booth”) during the Activity. This amount shall be paid in full within _______ days of the signing of the present Agreement by the Exhibitor.
3. The amount paid by the Exhibitor is for the rental of the Booth and in no way constitutes an educational grant awarded to the Association. However, it also allows ____ representative(s) from the Exhibitor to attend the presentations held during the Activity (N.B.: The number of representatives and the conditions surrounding their attendance at CPD activities is left to the discretion of the Association).
4. The approximate size of the Booth shall be ______ meters by ______ metres. A table measuring approximately ______ meters by _____ meters shall be available in this Booth, as well as _____ chairs. 

5. The location of the Exhibitor’s Booth shall be selected solely by the Association and the Booth may in no way be located in the room where the presentations or CPD activities take place.
6. A maximum of _______ representative(s) may be present at the Booth (N.B.: you may insert other options). 
7. The Exhibitor is solely responsible for the costs related to organizing the Booth. The Exhibitor is also responsible for transporting, installing and dismantling the Booth and for any surveillance required at the Booth.
8. Any specific request concerning the Booth (e.g., electricity, Internet connection) shall be forwarded to the Association not less than ____ days before the Activity takes place and the Association retains the right to accept or refuse it and to charge fees based on the nature of this request.
9. The parties recognize that the activities taking place at the Booth are mainly promotional in nature and may in no way be identified as CPD activities.
10. It is prohibited to offer, at the Booth, gifts, promotional items, prizes, rewards or any other item designed to offer a personal, family or monetary advantage to the participating physicians.
11. The Exhibitor recognizes that the Association shall exercise complete, final and independent control over the organization, content and delivery of the Activity. The Association recognizes that the Exhibitor has no role or responsibility in the organization, content or delivery of the Activity, or in the choice of venue, staff, materials and products used for the Activity. 

12.  Considering that the promotional activities remain the responsibility of the Association in accordance with the Code of Ethics of the Conseil québécois de développement professionnel continu des médecins, the parties recognize that the Association may be required to exercise vigilance with respect to the activities organized by the Exhibitor at the Booth. In such circumstances, any materials or product distributed or used at the Booth may in particular be subject to approval by the Association
13. The Exhibitor recognizes that the Association shall in no way be held liable for any accident, theft, loss or damage incurred at the Booth or in relation to the Exhibitor's materials and products present therein.
14. The Exhibitor’s name may be acknowledged in the written materials related to the Activity. 
15. In case of cancellation by the Exhibitor, no refund shall be provided by the Association.
16. In the event that the Activity is not held, the Association shall, upon request, return to the Exhibitor, where applicable, the full or unused portion of the amount paid by the Exhibitor.
17. Under this Agreement, the Association shall tolerate no form of corruption. The payment made shall not be used, in whole or in part, either for the purpose of guaranteeing an illicit advantage or for the purpose of securing or retaining business for the benefit of the Exhibitor.
